|ndian C onstitution is an amalgam of all these.

T he |ndian C onstitution, the longcst in the world, consist 397 articles and
12 schedules which Proviclcs fora sinslc citizcnship for the whole of |ndia.
T]wc constitution of Inclia was on'gina“g written in E_nglisl'l. It gives the right
to vote to all citizens of 18 years and above, through which citizens of the
country exercise their power to electa rcprcscntativc.

The chublic Day of |ndia commemorates the date on which the
CONSTITUT]ON OF INDIA came into force rcplacing the
“Government of |ndia Act” as the governing document of |ndia on 26 Janu—
ary 1950.A|t|'10ugl'1 |ndia obtained its lndcpcndcncc on 15 August 1947, it
did not yet have a permanent constitution. (On 28 August 1947, the

Drafting Committee was aPPointccl to draft the permanent constitution,
with Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar as chairman. A draft constitution was
PrcParcd by the committee and submitted to the Asscmbly on 4th Novcm-
ber 1947. After many deliberations and some modifications, the 308 mem-
bers of the Asscmbly signcd two hand-written copics of the document (one
cach in [Hindi and E_nglish) on 24 January 1950. T wo clays later, the Con-
stitution of |ndia became the law of all the |ndian lands. |t was Passcd on 26
Novcmbcr 1949, 10.18 am IST, but it came into effect complctcly on|3 on
26 January 1950. Fo“owing elections on 21 January 1950, Ka}jcnclra
Prasad was elected as the President of |ndia.

26th January 1950 is one of the most imPor'tant clags in Indian his-
tory as the Constitution of |ndia came into force on this dag and |ndia be-
came a trulg sovcrcign state. Thc countrg Fina“y realized the dream of Ma—
hatma Ganc"ri and the numerous freedom Figl'atcrs, who Fought for and sacri-
ficed their lives for the Indcpcndcncc of their country. So, the 26th of
Januarg has been rccognizccl and celebrated as the KcPuHic Day of lndia,

ever since.
